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Summary

The Club was pleased to host a number of social and virtual events, clinics, and races during the 2023-2024 season. Things were particularly busy during the holiday season. The busy event season concluded with the 35th annual Wetzink'wa Loppet. Over 240 participants covered distances ranging from 500 m to 60 km before enjoying a delicious BBQ prepared by the Ski Boosters.
